The scientific 
name for snow-
drop means milk 
flower. These 
lovely flowers are 
amongst the first 

to raise their heads in the UK 
in the New Year. Snowdrops 
are seen as symbols of hope 
and purity and in the past 
were associated with the 
cleansing of the earth after 
winter. In the time of Queen 
Victoria the flowers were 
thought to be associated with 
the dead: because they grow 
so close to the ground they 
were  closer to people who 
had been buried. Perhaps 
because they’re so often seen 
growing in churchyards and 
cemeteries it is considered 
unlucky to bring snowdrops 
into the house but then it is 
against the law to pick wild 
flowers or dig up the bulbs.
